An Eagle Scout and graduate of Grand
Prairie High School, Bart served in the United States Army from 1968 to 1971,
including a tour of duty in Vietnam. A helicopter pilot, he earned the rank of
Chief Warrant Officer and was awarded an Air Medal, a Bronze Star, the
Distinguished Flying Cross, and two Purple Hearts. He later served as an
officer of the Irving Police Department and was employed by Texas Utilities
Mining Company. 

 Bart was a member of Sulphur Springs Missionary Baptist Church in Mt.
