During this time, he also mowed the Rusk County
Courthouse for 33 years which was another one of his pride and joys-only
using a push mower because a riding mower would not cut the grass as
pretty. He could not drive by the Courthouse and see a fallen limb and not pick
it up, irritating his family every time. 

When he retired from HISD he went to work for the Rusk County Airport. He
met a lot of great friends over the years that he loved seeing at work and
around town. He always looked forward to the Wednesday lunches with all the
guys. Our daddy Billy Alexander will be missed every day, but he did his job
on earth and now is in Heaven. If he has any pull in heaven the Cowboys will
win super bowl 56. 

Mr. Alexander was preceded in death by his father, Billy Alexander of Mount
Enterprise; grandparents, Clara Fancher of Henderson, Authur Fancher of
Caledonia, and Dee and Lorene Alexander of Concord.
