Carroll

Sunday afternoon the 17th of April, Billy White was welcomed into heaven by
his Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. Bill was born in Electra, Texas on March 20,
1929, and was the proud son of T.D. and Mittie Carroll. Bill was the namesake
of W.R. White, an outstanding Baptist leader and former President of Baylor
University. 

The family moved to Henderson, TX in 1935, where Bill graduated from
Henderson High School in 1948. He was an outstanding athlete, especially in
Track & Field. In the 1947 Texas Junior College Championship, he won the
100-yard dash with the time of 9.5 seconds, which, at the time, was only
1/10th of a second from world record holder, Jessie Owens. Bill later accepted
a scholarship to Baylor University and continued a successful Track & Field
career. 

Bill proudly served his country and was honorably discharged from the Air
Force in 1955. He continued his career as a successful salesman with several
Henderson area companies along with personal business endeavors. 

He was married to Hazel Deason Carroll for almost 65 years and was the
loving father of three sons: Dan, John and Don.

brother James E. Carroll and wife Glenda, and sisters Sarah Compton and
Mary Elizabeth Anderson and many other nieces and nephews.
