While there, he was raised to the sublime degree of a Master Mason with
Mitchell Lodge #563. His career with TXU brought him to Henderson in 1976
where he later retired as an Area Supervisor. Bob was an active member and
faithful servant of First Presbyterian Church of Henderson.
