She was raised on a farm in the Agawam
community in Okla. where she graduated 8th grade, then from Ninnekah High
School. She spent two short stays in Calif. where she helped her brother pick
oranges when not attending school. There was no church building in her
community, but services were held in the school gym where her pastor taught
her to lead the singing by making a capitol G. She also sang in school groups
and outdoor revivals, where she met her husband Jesse, then moved to
Henderson in Dec. 1950, where she raised her family. She retired as a
seamstress from Sue Ann, Center Stage, and Fitchene Sewing Factories after
26 years, and worked 9 years in alterations at Beall's Dept. Store. She still
altered clothes for family and friends until her health declined. She was a
Christian and sincerely loved her Lord, family, and friends. She also loved



gardening, sewing, and book puzzles. 
 

She was preceded in death by her husband, Jesse Whitehead; parents,
Lonzo and Nettie Williams; seven brothers, Vernon, Ernest, Cloyst, Lester,
Weldon, Odell, and Reford Williams; two sisters, Gladys Lewis and Cordia
