He would go on to own and operate
his own acoustical construction business, Gene A. Tatum Company in
Longview, did some flooring, and later built steel buildings. Mr. Tatum worked
all over the country getting Wal-Mart stores ready to open. In his spare time,
Gene had a passion for the outdoors and loved to hunt and fish.
