who was followed by Debbie, Marylinda and Gary within seven years.

Bro. Nichols embodied a servant’s heart and was a very loving, gentle and
compassionate shepherd of his people, who enjoyed frequently visiting the
hurting in their homes, hospitals and long-term care facilities. He never
wavered in his love and devotion to his Lord and Savior, his flock, or his
beloved wife. He was well-known and greatly respected for his consistently
godly example of how a man should love, honor and serve his Lord and his
wife.

Kenneth is preceded in death by Dorothy, his devoted wife and ministry
partner for 67 72 years, and his parents. He is survived by his 4 children, 6
grandchildren and 13 great-grandchildren.
