Though he seemed intimidating
with his tall frame, wide shoulders, and deep, loud voice, hidden inside was a
heart of gentleness and love. Rocky never had to be asked for help, because
he always offered before he could be asked. He always wanted to help others,
to lighten their burden. Those who knew Rocky knew that heart and cherished



that spirit in him.

Rocky in recent times had grown into someone that showed that heart openly.
He was so grateful for his time with his family and friends. He found joy in
every day. When he learned he was going to be a candidate for a liver
transplant, he couldn’t contain that joy and planned and dreamed a million
dreams of what he wanted to do if he got the liver he hoped to receive. The
God Rocky had come to know and love had other plans for this dreamer,
however, and took him home to be free of pain sooner than expected. There
can be no bitterness in this for those of us left behind, because now he
doesn’t have to wait and hope for a day to be pain-free. Rocky is, at last home
and healthy, with those he loved and had lost, waiting and watching for those
of us here, until we join him again. And what a party we all will have.

Though Rocky had known God for a long time, at the end he was Baptized at
St. Luke’s hospital. A sister at the hospital had come to see him and prayed
with him. She told him he was named after Peter, the Apostle, whose name
meant “rock,” and Rocky loved that. When he was baptized, he was given a
baptismal name of Peter Rocky, Peter “the Rock,” the sister said to him. She
told him that his namesake, Peter, held the keys to the gates of Heaven and
would be there to greet him with the gates open wide, and he would enter in
as a child of God. There he will rest happy, healthy, and in peace until he sees
one of us coming, and before we ever see him, we will hear that loud, deep
voice calling to us, and then find those long, strong arms open to hug us
before he takes us to show us around on the way to introduce us to his friend,
Jesus.

Rocky was preceded in death by his father and mother, Wilbur Jack and
Sammie Joe Skeen, brothers Nick Glynn and Ashby Hope Skeen, and
brother-in-law Tommy Crook.
