Born August 3, 1949, in Tyler, TX, Sherilyn grew up in Turnertown, TX. A 1967
graduate of West Rusk High School, she excelled in band, choir, one act plays
and was a class representative. After attending Kilgore College, Sherilyn
graduated from Baylor University, with a Bachelor of Arts degree, in 1972. 

 

She moved to College Station and taught elementary school at North Zulch,
while taking graduate classes at Texas A&M. 

Sherilyn’s professional life literally “took off,” in 1976 when Texas International
Airlines (TXIA) hired her to be a flight attendant. She was based in Houston,
where she lived for the remainder of her life. When Continental Airlines
merged with the much smaller Texas International Airlines in 1982, Sherilyn
became a Senior Flight Attendant for Continental. Her gentle advice to friends
and family was “be nice to the flight attendants, and always carry change for a
$20, because the flight attendants will appreciate it.” Sherilyn never had a
“close call” during her years with Texas International and Continental Airlines. 

 

National Safety Associates, Inc. (NSA) provided a new business opportunity
for Sherilyn in 1988. Sherilyn accepted a direct sales position with the
Company and built her business on a part-time basis, while continuing to fly
for Continental. By 1992, she had retired from Continental Airlines. In 1992,
Sherilyn earned National Marketing Director status for NSA. She was
appointed to the NSA President’s Advisory Council in 1993. Sherilyn
continued to work for NSA and its flagship product, Juice Plus+ until she
retired.
