It was
not uncommon for Mack and Trixie to buy lunches for students and adults who
could not pay. Throughout her life, Trixie was a very giving lady. If you wanted
to see “Miss Trixie”, she was frequently on her front porch rocking in her chair.



She enjoyed being outside amongst her roses. Trixie was a people person
and loved having a visitor stop by.

The family extends its deepest gratitude to Jennifer and Jeff Noble who
lovingly watched over and cared for Trixie.

Through the years, Trixie touched many lives, and those who knew her loved
her. Life will not be the same without her, and she will be truly missed in
Henderson.
