Her Christmas and birthday gifts to her family were always made by
her own hands.

She was a member of Southside Baptist Church most of her life and was active there until



her health declined. Weyma's Christian spirit still shone through long after the disease
destroyed so many of her abilities. Almost to the end, she remembered how to pray, sing
old hymns, and she was always appreciative and grateful for any kindness.

Weyma was preceded in death by her parents.
