My precious
Daddy, Shorty Wilson, was so fond of Zeb that when he left the Co-op for those
few months, it was a sad time at our house. An honorable man was Zeb Deck. He
gave the eulogy at Daddy's funeral and told Bobby and me things that we would
never have known about the kind things our father did. He truly made a piece of
the puzzle of our life a great deal more complete. Zeb was always fun to know. I
was so happy when he became the manager of Erath county Co-op. Daddy was
just joyful. I do have one story to share that you probably do not know. One day
when I was a young woman, I was at home and listening to the radio and waiting
to tell Daddy something that Mother needed him to know. He and Zeb were fixing
something that had broken on a Saturday morning. I suddenly heard them talking
on the two way radio. They were talking about the rail road tracks and how much
steel it took to lay a mile of track. Then they started talking about fixing a leaky
commode. By the time they got to the back of the house to get a transformer from
the little storage shed I had quite a bunch of ammunition to tease them with. I
went out and asked if the same amount of steel went into tracks in Missouri as it
does in Texas. Then I asked if either of them had fixed a commode recently. The
looks on their faces were priceless. Finally Daddy turned red and asked how I
knew what they were talking about and I told him that he had been broadcasting
for twenty minutes. He went to the pickup, found the microphone on the floor
where he had obviously been stepping on it and growled. Zeb laughed and said,
"Well, at least she didn't hear us talking about pretty girls!" Daddy's eyes flew
open wide and he looked at me and said that they did not talk about girls. Zeb
was nearly rolling, laughing at Daddy. It was a fun day. Mother was tickled when I
told her about it and Daddy turned red again that evening. They did NOT talk
about girls. I know that because that was not their way. I will always honor the
memory of Zeb and hold you all in my heart at this sad time. Pat, I hope you are
doing well.
